Activities realized in 2013:

Biodiversity and landscape conservation.

· In 2013 the Eco-TIRAS publishes proposals for new edition of the Red Data Book of Moldova concerning Cyclostomata and Osteichthyes groups (lampreys and fishes) based on previous research. It drafts the parts of the draft RDB dedicated to three non-commercial fish species to be included to third RDB edition. 

· Also Eco-TIRAS supports two NGOs-members in writing and publishing of a book “Fishes of the Middle and Lower Dniester River” http://eco-tiras.org/index.php/142-new-book-on-dniester-river-fishes 
· Biodiversity issues becoming an important part of the International Dniester River Basin Management Conference organized by Eco-TIRAS with support of OSCE, SECTOR REC CEE Grants Program, NED, Finnish Embassy in Bucharest, held in Chisinau on September 20-21, 2013, the proceedings and recommendations have been published http://eco-tiras.org/index.php/134-international-conference-dniester-2013 
· In frames of the Black Sea Regional Operational Program Eco-TIRAS as a project partner started the EU project dedicated to forest fires new suppress methods. The project is leading by the Greek Technologic Institute from Macedonia province, but the target area in Moldova is the Codrii Scientific Reserve. See: http://suppressfires.eu  
Climate change adaptation.

· Eco-TIRAS participated in the project of UNECE and OSCE in frames of ENVSEC Program, dedicated adaptation of the Dniester River basin to climate change. It has prepared for publishing the monograph in this field. The Dniester River basin experience was reported in Buenos-Aires at the workshop, dedicated know-how transfer to Latin America from UNECE region http://www.unece.org/transboundary_water_cooperation_workshop_eclac.html 
Water and Health.

· The project “Implementation of Protocol on Water and Health for the Republic of Moldova” (funded by the SDC via UN Economic Commission for Europe) is managing by Eco-TIRAS within the scope to implement the Protocol by realization of the earlier adopted targets and target dates in accordance with national priorities in the field of water and health. Such priorities were established in 20 Protocol areas (see the report published in three languages: http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=105&Itemid=34. Currently the project is under realization. During MOP3 of the Protocol on Water and Health Eco-TIRAS organized in Oslo the side event dedicated Moldovan experience in implementation of the Protocol. The W&H Protocol National Clearing House is established and equipped in Moldova.   

· The project “A Black Sea Network promoting the integrated natural wastewater treatment systems” in frames of the EU Black Sea Regional Operational Program Eco-TIRAS as a project partner. The project is leading by the Greek project beneficiary – Kavala City Municipality. The main scope is the popularizing of the constructed wetlands for rural localities to purify the sewage waters. Development of Transdniester NGOs and trust building

· With financing of the National Endowment for Democracy the Eco-TIRAS supported activities and strengthened capacities of environmental NGOs in Transdniester (Internet in resource centers, books for libraries, trainings on fund raising, strategy planning, participation in international events). 

· With support of Finnish Embassy in Bucharest, OSCE Mission to Moldova and NED Eco-TIRAS organized in the village of Molovata Noua, Dubasari Rayon, the Dniester – 2013 Youth Summer School, in which participated 70 young leaders from Moldova (35) and Transdniester (35), three kayak expeditions for secondary school teachers, university students and university lecturers and NGOs from both banks with about equal representation. Universities of Chisinau and Tiraspol have signed the contracts of cooperation.

· Dniester River Festival was organized in the village of Molovata Noua.

Democratization of environment and the Rule of Environmental Law
Eco-TIRAS used its communication to the Aarhus Compliance Committee and related MOP4 recommendations to Moldova to promote the Aarhus in frames of the SECTOR (REC CEE) and UfU, Berlin (German Federal Ministry on Nature Protection and Nuclear Safety):

· For harmonization of Moldovan legislation with the EU Eco-TIRAS elaborated a draft law “On Access to Environmental Information” and presented to the Ministry of Environment for further work on it and adoption and pre-worked to together with MoE. The draft was approved by the Government
· To initiate elaborated of a new regulation on public participation in environmental matters

· To prepare a new edition of a Guide on Aarhus Convention for public servants

· To comment five environmental draft laws presented to the Parliament

· To prevent the violations of environmental legislation by initiation of cases in Prosecutor office.

Know How Transfer

In 2013 Eco-TIRAS started joint with Belarussian NGO Ecoproject the project dedicated to public participation from transboundary river Dniester basin to another transboundary river Neman basin (Belarus, Lithuania, Russia) civil society. 5 BY people participated in the Dniester International Conference in Chisinau and in Dniester NGO Forum.    

NGOs development

The Dniester River NGO Forum was organized with participation of 50 NGOs from Moldova and Ukraine. The Forum adopted a Resolution delivered to the governments of Moldova and Ukraine http://eco-tiras.org/index.php/134-international-conference-dniester-2013
